The Americans with Disabilities Act or ADA was signed into law on July 26, 1990.  The ADA is a civil rights law that prohibits discrimination against individuals with disabilities in all areas of public life, including jobs, schools, transportation, and programs run by state and local governments, like the City of New Haven.  It also covers businesses and other privately owned places that are open to the public such as restaurants, doctor’s offices, daycare centers, colleges and universities, amusement parks, museums, and grocery stores.
