CHIEF’S REPORT
Chief Karl Jacobson

B Chief Jacobson apologized for not having his camera on because he had just arrived at
daughter’s game.

B His report would be brief.

B Chief Jacobson indicated that 217 guns have been seized with 48 ghost guns compared to last
year at the same time with 172 guns seized with 11 ghost guns. They are still seeing an
increase in ghost gun seizures and illegal use of ghost guns.

B There are currently 10 homicides compared to last year at the same time with 24 homicides.
This is a 59 percent decrease in homicide this year.

B There have been 102 non-fatal shootings compared to 97 non-fatal shooting at the same time
last year. This is a little bit over five percent increase.

B The real reflective number is the number of confirmed shots fired which is currently down 20
percent. So, we are trending in the right direction. And some of the tools the Department is
utilizing to reduce violent crime are workings.



INTERNAL AFFAIRS REPORT
Lieutenant Colon

M Lieutenant Colon began with the closed cases for the month.

IA CASE NO. 22C-032: The complainant alleged that he did not receive his earrings back
when he was released from the New Haven correctional facility. This complainant was
processed at One Union Avenue for criminal charges, then transported to court. He was handed
over to the marshals. He was then transported to the New Haven correctional facility. The
worn-body camera footage did reflect that his property was taken, placed in a plastic bag and
then sealed. There was no evidence that his property was lost while in the possession of the
New Haven police officers.

IA CASE NO. 21C-048: The complainant in this case alleged that he was unlawfully arrested.
He suspected he was arrested by an officer who had sexual relations with his child’s mother.
The officer in questions did not match the description that was provided by the complainant,
neither did the officer have any knowledge of the woman that the complainant was referring to.
The complainant was arrested, but not by the officer that he complaint about. The officer’s
actions were deemed lawful on the scene. And there was no misconduct. This case was not
sustained.

IA CASE NO. 22C-030: The complainant alleged that her sister assaulted her 17-year-old
daughter and no arrest was made. It was determined that there was probable cause via the
body-worn camera footage, police reports and statements taken. And it was proven that the
officers were in violation of the Domestic Violence law specifically dominant and aggressor
law. And this case was sustained.

IA CASE NO. 22C-025: The complainant in this case alleged that the officer did not properly
document all the facts when her son was found deceased. Upon review of the body-worn
camera footage, police reports and the officers who were interviewed, it was determined that
officers acted within Departmental policy. And this was closed as unfounded.

IA CASE NO. 22C-039: The \complainant stated that the police did not respond fast enough
to a call that he had made. He made several calls. It seemed like there was a delay from PSAP
to the police officer. And despite him calling and canceling the call eventually saying that no
officers responded initially, an officer did call him back to check up on him to make sure there
were no issues. They reviewed the report and the body-worn camera footage and determined no
New Haven Police Department officers violated any policy. This was unfounded.

B There have been 71 complaints so far compared to 88 at the same time last year. Majority of
the complaints have to do with neglect of duty followed by rudeness.

W As far as the use of force, there have been 576. Lieutenant Colon highlighted the fact that
Taser usage from the last four years have been on a steady decline. At the same time in 2019,
there were 35 compared to the same time in 2020 at 25 and 24 in 2021. To-date, the Taser
usage for this year is 14.
