BACKGROUND 

The City Plan Department applied to the State Historic Preservation Office for a Historic Preservation 

Enhancement Grant of $20,000. The goal of the grant is to study possibilities for adaptive reuse in the River 

Street National Registered Historic District, as well as other districts facing the similar combination of 

issues: Remediation of contaminated land, adaptation to flood risks, and rehabilitation of historic resources. 

The process will consist of hiring a consultant to conduct an economic feasibility study on potential reuse 

models, as well as engaging local stakeholders in assessing needs and desires for the area.  

 

PLANNING CONSIDERATIONS 

The City of New Haven Comprehensive Plan New Haven Vision 2025 calls to: 

“Adhere to a preservation-based philosophy to ensure high quality efforts across a broad spectrum 

of uses, depending on the financial viability of the situation" Sec. IV-14 

Perusing funding opportunities to fund a feasibility study focusing on adaptive uses of historic resources, 

estimation of rehabilitation costs, cleanup regulations and costs, and adaptation to flood-related risk 

complies with the City’s Comprehensive Plan.
