This project will support facade and 
building renovations through the City's Facade Improvement Program; d the installation of 
streetscape improvements and public infrastructure upgrades such as sidewalks, curbs, street 
furniture, street trees, planters, signage, and other permanent improvements to entryway 
corridors in critical commercial districts; and the acquisition costs of commercial structures in 
support of the program.

Economic Development Small 
Business Resource center 

$260,000 City Activity.  Provide direct technical assistance to existing and start-ups businesses and the 
resources necessary to develop and implement business plans, and provide legal, accounting, 
and human resources assistance in the commercial corridor along Dixwell Avenue, the Hill, 
Grand Avenue and Whalley Avenue. The program will assist businesses with business 
planning, management and operations, expansion and growth, and will provide one-on-one 
counseling, referrals to partners, access to educational programs, and referrals to funders for 
capital.

of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act of 2000;

(e) In implementing the 2020-2021 Consolidated Plan Program 
the City shall comply with the provisions of Titles II 
and III of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real 
Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, P.L. 91-646, 
as from time to time amended. 

 

(f)  All laborers and mechanics employed by the contractor 
or subcontractor on construction or rehabilitation work, 
except as provided under Section 110 of said Housing 
and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and 
Part III of Chapter 557 and Part I of Chapter 558 of 
the general statutes, shall be paid wages at rates not 
less than those prevailing on similar construction 
within the locality, as determined by the United States 
Secretary of Labor under the provisions of the Davis-
Bacon Act, as from time to time amended; 40 U.S.C., 
Sections 276a to 276a-5, inclusive, or by the labor 
commissioner under Section 31-53 of the federal 
statutes, and all such persons shall receive overtime 
compensation in accordance with the provisions of the

In accordance with the Order of the Board of Aldermen authorizing the Mayor to apply for 
and accept all grants on behalf of the City of New Haven, passed October 17, 1994, I am 
writing to respectfully advise the Honorable Board of an application by the City of New 
Haven’s Department of Police Service (NHPD) to the U.S. Department of Justice. The 
Department is applying for up to $750,000.00 for a three-year period from the Bureau of 
Justice Assistance 2020 Crime Gun Intelligence Center Integration Initiative Program.  
 
In 2019, there was a 17.9% increase in violent crime in New Haven and a 49.5% increase in 
shots fired. Several years ago, the NHPD established a Daily Intelligence Group consisting of 
sworn officers and crime analysts, representatives from neighboring police departments, 
ATF, FBI, juvenile and adult parole, juvenile and adult probation, US Attorney’s Office, 
State’s Attorney’s Office, and Homeland Security to identify, review, investigate and 
prosecute firearms related violent crimes. An ATF representative stated “…every major 
arrest…has been enhanced if not made from the cooperation in that room.” This grant will 
enable the Department to improve the work of this group by better coordinating and speeding 
up investigations of gun violence which will lead to more prosecutions and prevention of 
firearm-related crime. Funds will be used to support investigative unit and crime analysis 
personnel, computer equipment, and technology.

Security to identify, review, investigate, and prosecute firearms related violent crimes; 
 
WHEREAS, the U. S. Department of Justice is offering funding through the FY 2020 Local Law 
Enforcement Crime Gun Intelligence Center Integration Initiative to assist police departments in 
developing Crime Gun Intelligence Centers to coordinate and speed up investigations of gun
